In the early 90s what started as an outlet for the
youth of the impoverished Bronx had transformed in what was known as the 'Golden Age' of Hip-Hop
to shorter, more radio-friendly tracks, which were at the same time innovative and challenging the
limits. Often, the tracks featured eclectic sampling (think of De La Soul) and explored themes of
afrocentrism, identity (Public Enemy had directly challenging, aggressive lyrics) and served to give
the black community a voice due to the relatability of the lyrical content and how mainstream it was
becoming. The term 'Golden Age' was used to describe this period because of fresh, new and
innovative every release seemed to be. However, what started as a movement born out of social
discontent and progression was soon manipulated into a tool for record companies utilizing conflict
and controversy to make more money.
